Team Format

Your team must consist of 11 players from the attached list as follows:

1 x Captain

2 x Rising Stars

2 x All-Rounders

1 x Wicketkeeper

3 x Batsmen

2 x Bowlers

N.B. A slightly different team composition from last year!

You may pick yourself, if you wish, in your own team.

The team’s total score must be less than or equal to 100 points. Players’ prices can be found on the attached list.

Finally, you should predict where the four BAT Sports league sides finish within their respective divisions.

Transfers

You are allowed to alter the composition of your team once during the season. Between Sunday 15 June and Friday 27 June, you may make an unlimited number of changes to your side, subject to the team format and price total rules stated above.

You will be advised of any new players available for selection nearer the time, but please note that you cannot make any transfers outside of this period. Points for your new team will be generated from games played from Saturday 28 June onwards until the end of the season.

Points Scoring

From each Saturday league game for all four XIs, points will be awarded as follows:

Batting Points:

Every run scored in an innings
1 point

50 runs in an innings


10 point bonus

100 runs in an innings


25 point bonus

150 runs in an innings


50 point bonus

Out for a duck in an innings

-20 points

Bowling Points: (N.B. Slightly different from last year)

Every wicket taken in an innings
15 points

3 wickets in an innings

10 point bonus

5 wickets in an innings

25 point bonus

7 wickets in an innings

50 point bonus

2 wickets – scores 30 points





5 wickets – scores 100 points

Fielding Points (non-Wicketkeepers):

Every catch taken in an innings
10 points

3 catches in an innings

20 point bonus

Fielding Points (Wicketkeepers):

Every catch taken in an innings
10 points

Every stumping taken in an innings
15 points

4 dismissals in an innings

20 point bonus

No byes conceded in an innings
20 point bonus

Captaincy Points:

Captain in a won match

20 points

Captain in a tied/drawn match
0 points

Captain in a lost match

-20 points

Prediction Points:

One team in correct league place
50 points

Two teams in correct league place
100 points

Three teams in correct league place
200 points

Four teams in correct league place
500 points

N.B. Any player can earn points in any fashion e.g. you don’t have to be in the Bowler category to earn bowling points, and anyone who is Captain for one match will earn captaincy points for that match.

You must select 11 players from the lists below, consisting of 1 captain, 2 rising stars, 2 all-rounders, 1 wicketkeeper, 3 batsmen and 2 bowlers. The team must have a total price of less than or equal to 100 points.
